Completing the Application 
1. Please print legibly in blue or black ink.  Be sure to complete each page of the application. 
2. Enclose the $25 non-refundable application fee by check or money order.   
3. Request two recommendations using the forms included in this application.  One must be 

completed by a pastor or youth pastor.  Recommendations should be mailed directly to our offices.  
FutureNow does not accept recommendations from your family members. 
 
 

Submitting the Application 
FutureNow is a 12 month program running from June –May.  We accept and review applications year 
round, but all applications for the current year must be submitted by April 15th.  Please mail your 
completed application to us at FutureNow  P.O. Box 2980 Valdosta GA  31604. 
 
 
Tuition/Tuition Deposit 
The cost of tuition is $3,000 a year.  This includes a $200 non-refundable deposit.  If you are admitted to 
FutureNow, you must submit your tuition deposit by April 15th.  Of the remaining balance, half ($1400) is 
due upon approval on June 1st, and the remaining balance can be paid monthly in installments of 
$127.27 starting in July.  This includes housing, books and materials, most meals and administrative 
support.  Auto insurance, health insurance, and fuel expense are the interns’ responsibility.

 Administration (computer, office) 
 Music & Drams (instruments, vocals, skits) 
 Multimedia Production (video editing, graphic design, lighting, sound) 
 Public Relations (people skills)

Requirements 
 Need to be in a committed relationship with Jesus Christ 
 Must be at least 17 years of age and have a high school diploma or GED equivalent 
 Willing to dedicate 12 months of your life to growing, being challenged and changed 
 Be able to make all internship payments on time 
 Application form must be completed and submitted along with $25 application fee by April 15th  
 Two recommendation forms from appropriate leaders must by received by April 15th
